National Archives.

Interesting Tidbit: Martin Wenger, 
came from Holland to PA in 1748 when 
he was 6 with his parents. He took up 

farming in Franklin Co. and was the first 
Mennonite minister in the region and 

owned a hemp & flax mill. Over 28,000
of Martin's descendants are known. 

They include the names Winger, 
Wingard and Wingerd

Interesting Tidbit: Martin Wenger's 
Father Johannes (Hans) Wenger, 

b.1705, lived in Switzerland and were 
early Mennonites, but left due to 

religious persecution and settled in 
about 1744 in Zweibrucken of the Lower 
Palatinate on the Rhine. Arrived at the 

age of 43 in Philadelphia on Sept. 
16,1748 via the Ship Patience
